2. Try to speak clearly and loudly enough that everyone can hear you.
3. Feel comfortable to ask a person to repeat something that you did not hear or understand.
4. Try to contribute even though your English may not be perfect.
5. Feel free to say, "I pass, thank you" if someone asks you for a comment and you are not ready to speak.
6. Try to offer facts, ideas, information, or even a short anecdote (story) on the topic.
7. Be considerate of time; do not speak overly long; allow everyone a turn to speak.
8. Sometimes, try to follow up on someone's comments by asking questions or adding relevant information. 
9. At any time, ask the facilitator or other participant to clarify something that someone has said, e.g., "Please explain the word confidence."
10.  If you want to explore a point of grammar, ask about it, e.g., " 'The group of girls is happy' or 'The group of girls are happy'--which is correct?" 
11. Try to attend regularly to practice, learn, relax, and have fun.
